St. Helena man killed in
rush-hour crash on Highway 29

A head-on collision on Highway 29 south of Oakville
Grade during Friday evening’s rush hour killed a 37
year-old St. Helena man, the California Highway
Patrol reported.

The accident shut down Highway 29 for about three
hours, requiring motorists to be detoured to Silverado
Trail, the Napa County Sheriff’s Office reported.

The CHP said a Ford driven by Cesar Jimenez Morcon
was driving northbound at 5 p.m. when it drifted into the
path of a southbound Lexus driven by Chandler Pessah,
24, of Hillsborough.

Morcon sustained major injuries and was pronounced
dead at the scene, the CHP said.

Morcon was driving at about 55 mph when he crossed
into the path of Pessah who was traveling at about 45
mph, the CHP said.

According to a witness’s statement, Morcon may have
been driving while drowsy, the CHP said.

Pessah was taken to Queen of the Valley Medical Cen-
ter with moderate injuries, the CHP said.

Arts in schools gets a boost from
Festival del Sole 2015 grants

County master
plan will be created

The Napa Valley Unified
School district arts pro-
grams received an infusion
of support when Festival
del Sole announced its
2015 grants. They included
$120,000 to fulfill a wish list
from visual and perform-
ing arts teachers, as well
as $50,000 grant to begin
creating a master plan for
arts education.

“I’'m ecstatic to accept
this,” Barbara Nemko, Napa
Country Superintendent of
Schools said of the $120,000
grant to which will support
30 programs in 16 schools
from American Canyon to
Calistoga. “When first I told
the teachers to make a wish
list, they didn’t even know
what to ask for. No one had
ever asked them what they
needed before”

“Tt’s true,” added Sonia
Tolbert, the general manager
for Festival de Sole. “We had
to have a gathering for the
teachers to prod them. They
were like, “You mean I can
ask for anything?’”

“We said we can’t make
any guarantees,” Tolbert
said. “But we told them the
application is a one-sheet
piece of paper. They were
like, “Wow”

When they got into it,
Nemko added, “The needs
are enormous.’

“The
Festival people came to
us and said, ‘How can we
help?’ They really wanted to
help to make a difference””

Having a master plan
creates a roadmap for a
comprehensive, sequential
curriculum for arts educa-
tion, kindergarten-12th
grade, said Patrick Swee-
ney, superintendent of
the Napa Valley Unified
School District.

Tolbert said the initial
focus is on the school dis-
trict because it affects 90
percent of the students in
Napa County. “We wanted
to go for for the best and
greatest need and impact”

As aresult of the Festi-
val del Sole grant, Tolbert
added, “The school district
has committed to hiring a
consultant that will create
the plan. What this is going
to mean to students is that
every student in Napa Valley
Unified School District will
have equal access to arts
education. This will increase
access and equality — that’s
the most important thing
— access will be available
to every single student in
every grade?”

“I want to build public
awareness (that) being
involved in the arts will
make students more suc-
cessful in every other aspect
of their lives,” Tolbert said.

“We can’t underestimate
the importance of the arts,)”
